RESPONSIBILITIES
The Provincial Camping & Outdoors Committee shall:

1. Develop camping & outdoor program initiatives and events for youth Members and
Units, as well as support the implementation of these opportunities

2. Plan and organize provincial virtual and/or in-person opportunities for youth Members
and Units, as directed by Provincial Council

3. Explore and promote new and creative ways of enhancing, enriching, and presenting
opportunities for girls to get outside

4. Contribute to the advancement and understanding of GGC programming within Ontario
and Nunavut, including Girls First

5. Report on activities, via the Chair, to Council in the Girl & Youth Experience
Coordinator’s usual tabled report
